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Recycling Grant Funding
In recent weeks there have been articles in area newspapers regarding the Town of Grover and its inability to obtain the Recycling Grant funds it had anticipated.  Apparently the amount of recyclables collected was below State standards and therefore grant dollars had to be repaid.  
 
The Peshtigo Town Board wants to be sure our future recycling grants will not be in jeopardy.  Therefore, all residents are urged to recycle as much as they can.  Those items we receive grant dollars for are:  newspapers, magazines, corrugated paper, aluminum containers, steel and bi-metal containers, glass containers, and #1 and #2 plastics.  Your cooperation in helping to keep our grant dollars is greatly appreciated.  In the end these grant funds help to keep our mill rate down, and we all win when that happens.
 
Compilation of the Code of Ordinances
The Town Board has met approximately 10 times throughout 2005 to work its way through the Code of Ordinances as prepared by Attorney Alan J. Harvey of Community Code Service.  The Code of Ordinances covers such things as: Government and Administration, Finance and Public Records, Public Safety, Public Works, Licensing and Regulation, Heath and Sanitation, Public Utilities, Motor Vehicles and Traffic, Offenses and Nuisances, Parks and Navigable Waters, Zoning, and the Building Code.  The Town Board is striving to have a public hearing regarding the Code of Ordinance in early 2006.  The notice for the public hearing will be published in area newspapers.
 
To be Added to the Comprehensive Planning article.  "The funding for the Comprehensive Plan has been paid in its entirety through the State grant process.  These grants would not have been possible if the City of Peshtigo had not agreed to the joint planning process, therefore, if you should have occasion to see any City of Peshtigo officials please thank them for their cooperation in this matter."
 
The Board of Fire Commissioners
Members to the Board of Fire Commissioners, Chairman Bill Johnson, Alex Dudka, Tim Kodric, Robert Kowalski and Don Wahl, were appointed in late 2004.  Some of their responsibilities include appointing the Fire Chief, evaluating equipment and budgetary requests, and approving all appointments, promotions and terminations made by the Fire Chief.  So far, the Commissioners have met four times in 2005.  The Town Board is pleased with the progress they have made to date and will continue to rely on them for needed insight into the needs and improvements that our Fire Department has. 
 
The Town of Peshtigo Fire Department
The Town of Peshtigo Fire Department was established in 1964 and provides emergency services to over 3,000 residents within the 75 plus square mile area that comprises the Town.  The department is a volunteer department and its firefighters are on call 24 hours per day, 7 days per week, and 365 days per year.  
 
The Town's Firefighters are trained and equipped to respond to a variety of emergencies.  These include structural, vehicle and wild land fires.  The department also responds to vehicle crashes, providing patient extrication with its Jaws of Life and assists emergency medical services upon request for other life threatening incidents.
 
Our firefighters come from all walks of life and they live in our community.  They are volunteers and hold regular jobs in addition to being firefighters.  All of their training, the meetings and work details they must attend are on their time.  They receive only nominal compensation for responding to emergency calls.  In addition, there is a small retirement fund established for them based on length of service.
 
Our dedicated firefighters are:  Chief Clarence Coble, Assistant Chief Grace Pennings, etc.....
If you see these people please be sure to thank them for their service.  Without them we would not have a Fire Department.

Voter Registrations and Election Days
     This is a reminder to all Town of Peshtigo residents that you must be registered before you can vote.  You can always register on the day of the elections but you can come in early to the Town Hall and register to save time in the election lines.  Please bring your driver’s license or state issued ID with you to register or if you do not have one, proof of residency, i.e. utility bill, bank statement, payroll check.  The election will be April 7, 2015 and the polls are open from 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m.

     
Annual Burn Permits
     Landowners need to have an annual burn permit available upon request and can be cited if they are burning outside of the restrictions for the day.  There is no burning allowed on Sundays or holidays in the Town of Peshtigo. This system uses the same permit writers as in the past; designated DNR employees and Emergency Fire Wardens.  Special permits for burning outside the restrictions will continue to be issued by DNR fire control officials in person and are excluded from the phone and internet portion.

Do I Need a Permit?
     Did you know that the Town of Peshtigo has ordinances that require permits?  Examples of permits needed include; new structures, electrical and plumbing work, building additions, razing structures, ponds, outdoor solid fuel heating devices, driveways and all roads including private roads. 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 Barking and Animals at Large     
     No person in the Town of Peshtigo shall have in his possession or ownership any animal running at large.  The owner of any animal, whether licensed or unlicensed, shall keep his animal tied or enclosed in a proper enclosure so as not to allow said animal to interfere with the passing public or neighbors.  Any animal running at large unlicensed and required by state law or town ordinance to be licensed shall be seized and impounded by a humane or law enforcement officer.  A dog shall not be considered to be running at large if it is on a leash and under control of a person physically able to control it.  All dogs shall be leashed or under the direct control of their owners.  Fines of up to $313.00 may be imposed.




      
RECYCLING CENTER FLYERRabies and Licensing Your Dog
     Rabies is a dangerous and potentially fatal disease. The State of Wisconsin recognizes this danger and requires, by law, that all dogs five months and older shall be immunized with the rabies vaccine.  This immunization is for the safety and health of all animals and especially all humans who may be bitten.  Your veterinarian will immunize all dogs and issue to the owner a tag to be worn on the dog collar. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]    The State of Wisconsin also requires by statute that an ANNUAL dog license be purchased.  This license runs the calendar year and NOT from the date your dog receives its vaccination. The Town of Peshtigo Treasurer is an agent for the State and has tags for purchase (at State cost), $3.00 for neutered dogs and $8.00 for un-neutered dogs. (Wis. Statutes 174.05, 174.054, 174.055 and 174.07).  There is also a $5.00 late fee for each dog license issued after April 1 on any given year.   Please bring your up to date rabies information when licensing your dog.  The citation fee for each unlicensed dog is up to $303.00 and will be strictly enforced. 
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Adopt-A-Highway Program
     The Town of Peshtigo has implemented an Adopt-A-Highway program which organizes residents to pick up litter on Town of Peshtigo roadways.  Road cleanup should be done three times per year between the months of April and November.  Garbage bags and vests will be provided.  Your family, organization, or business may choose the road they wish to adopt and an “Adopt-A-Highway” sign will be erected at no cost to you.

Applications will be accepted on a first come, first serve basis.  The Town of Peshtigo reserves the right to accept or to reject any application for this program.

Road Work
     In 2014 the Town of Peshtigo blacktopped Krause Rd, Peterson Rd, Kozuzek Rd, River Bend Dr and Seward Heights.
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The Recycling Center is open on the 2nd, 4th and 5th Saturdays of the month from 8:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. and the 1st, 3rd, and 5th Wednesdays of the month from 12:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m. to Town of Peshtigo residents only.  A town sticker or ID is required.

Paper, cardboard, plastic, glass and tin must be put into the Single Stream Recycling containers.

Items We Accept

Aluminum Cans and Tin.  Will take all aluminum, steel, and tin cans; including pie tins. Food must be rinsed from all containers.  Paper labels don’t have to be removed from cans.

Automotive Oil.  A large receptacle is on site for automotive oil. Oil must be poured into the containers onsite. The top lifts up for easy access.  There is no charge. We cannot accept cooking oil.

Batteries.  We accept automobile and household batteries free of charge; however, they must be placed on the wooden pallet in the Automotive Oil area.  

Cardboard/Paper.  Will take almost all types of paper including flattened cardboard, cereal boxes, detergent boxes, shoe boxes, file folders, junk mail, magazines, newspapers, sticky notes, telephone books and envelopes including pressure sensitive. Will not take carbon paper, paper towels, napkins, facial tissue, photos, photographic paper, self-adhesive labels, wax paper or pet-soiled paper.  Items not taken are considered garbage.  Bag and dispose of accordingly.
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Garbage.  All garbage must be bagged and must not contain recyclables.  
Cost: 	$1.00 - 7 to 20 gallon bag
	$2.00 and up – 20 to 55 gallon bag
          (Subject to additional charges based on weight.)


Glass.  Will take all types of glass including colored. Will not take auto glass, mirrors or tinted glass, crystal type materials or beverage glasses, light bulbs, or Pyrex and other heat-resistant ovenware. Items not accepted should be donated to charity or placed in garbage.

Large Items.  There is a roll-off on site for such things as mattress and box springs, sofas, smaller pieces of carpeting and other large items.  There is a charge based on size and weight for all items placed in the roll-off.

The Center does not accept large quantities of construction material (vinyl siding, shingles, insulation, concrete blocks, roofing, etc.) Nor will it take any items from a commercial business. Residents must contract with Waste Management or another service for at home pickup or take the items directly to Waste Management in Menominee or Mar-Oco Landfill in Crivitz. 

Appliances with Freon. (Refrigerators, freezers, air conditioners, dehumidifiers). 
Cost: $20.00 for anything which contains Freon or that contained Freon. Doors must be off freezers/refrigerators. These items must be placed toward the back of the designated area on the left.

Metal or Steel Objects.  This includes all appliances not containing Freon (stoves, washers, dryers, etc.) and any kind of metal including metal siding, soffit and fascia, metal hangers, etc. There is no charge.  Place these items toward the back of the designated area on the right.

Plastics.  We take all plastics.  Food must be removed from the containers and the container rinsed. Failure to do this puts our Recycling Grant at risk thereby increasing your tax bill.
Televisions.  We are required to recycle televisions as one TV can leak eight pounds of lead into the environment.  Cost: $7 and up per television depending on size and weight.  If the TV is in working order consider donating it to Goodwill or St. Vincent DePaul.


Computers.  Although the Town does accept computers at a nominal charge, we encourage you to bring them to Goodwill Industries located on Roosevelt Road next door to the Pine Tree Mall.  They will take computers at no fee to you.

Yard Waste.  We encourage composting. Fallen leaves can be mulched and left on the ground to decompose adding nutrients back into the soil. Leaves don’t have to be raked or bagged - only mowed. Why spend money on fertilizers when mulching leaves can reduce the cost of fertilizing and saves natural resources. 

We accept brush and tree branches up to 4” in diameter. We will not accept fence posts, branches larger than 4” in diameter or any wood with nails in it. Branches and brush should be placed to the right side of the composting area for chipping.

Mulch.  Mulch is available from the Recycling Center.  Self-serve.  If you have a large truck you want to load, call the Town Hall ahead of time.  We’ll try to get the front end loader on site to assist you. Residents are encouraged to use this resource. Not for commercial use or resale. 

Florescent Lamps.  We now accept florescent lamps.  Lamps under 4’ are $0.25 each, lamps 5’ and over are $0.40 each. Compact, circular or “U” shaped bulbs are $0.35 each. HID bulbs are $1.00 and if bulbs are broken, you will be charge $1.00 per pound.  Prices are subject to change.

Items We Do Not Accept

The Center is not allowed to accept trash, recyclables or        
 other items from commercial enterprises.

Anti-freeze.

Hazardous Chemicals/Waste.  The only opportunity to get rid of these items is when Marinette County holds a “Clean Sweep.”  We cannot take any covered paint or stain cans. These must be empty and dried (covers off) before the Center can accept them. 

Motor Vehicles.  If you have vehicles, running or not, that you wish to have picked up contact Choice Auto Recyclers at 715-735-0541.  This is a free service.  They are located at N1944 Dahl Road.  They also accept old car batteries and waste oil.

Paint/Stain Cans. These items cannot be accepted unless the container is empty and totally dried and the lid must be off the can.  Old paint/stain can be poured on paper or cardboard and allowed to dry completely before it will be accepted.
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Plastic Shopping Bags.  These items should be brought to Wal-Mart, 
Lee’s Family Foods, or Angeli’s County Market and they will recycle them.

					Town's ISO Rating Improved
During early 2014, the Insurance Services Organization (ISO) completed a review and analysis of the structural fire suppression delivery system provided within the Town of Peshtigo. ISO analyzes information based on a community’s needed fire flow, emergency communications systems, fire department and water supply then assigns a Public Protection Classification number ranging from a Class 1 to Class 10. Class 1 represents an exemplary fire suppression program while Class 10 indicates that the area’s fire protection does not meet ISO’s minimum criteria. In recognition of improved fire protection since 1994, the last time the town of Peshtigo was evaluated, ISO reassigned the town a Class 6 for all properties located within five road miles of the fire station. Previously, the Town was assigned a Class 7. Properties located beyond 5 miles continue to be assigned a Class 10. Check with your insurance provider to make sure the improved rating is being applied to your property insurance rates.








             

  






 Volunteer Firefighters Needed

The Town of Peshtigo is seeking a few good men and women to serve as volunteer firefighters. No experience is necessary as all training will be provided at no cost. Volunteers are provided with all necessary equipment, paid a small stipend, covered by insurance and eligible for enrollment a service award program. Being a volunteer firefighter and providing emergency assistance to others during their time of need can be one of the most rewarding opportunities a person can experience.

Firefighter eligibility requirements include:
· Must be at least 18 years of age and out of high school.
· Must have a valid Wisconsin driver’s license.
· Must pass a criminal history background check - No felony convictions allowed.
· Must live within two miles of the town of Peshtigo.
· Must pass an occupational medical exam and drug test prior to appointment.
· Must complete entry-level firefighter training (60 hrs minimum) within one year and pass a subsequent six-month probationary period. 
· Respond to emergency calls as available. 
· Attend at least eight training sessions or drills each year.
· Participate in monthly drills, work details, meetings and special events.

Applications are available at the town hall or from any firefighter.
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
